Instruction Notes: The fascia, temperature sensor, baffle and windshield washer fluid reservoir are 
removed and reinstalled for the baseplate installation. Some drilling and trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless 
otherwise noted after the baseplate is installed.

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1.	 Remove the four (4) push pins from the 
top edge of the fascia.

2.	 In the wheel well, remove the two (2) push 
pins. There is one (1) on the lower edge 
and one (1) on the upper edge (inset). Do 
this on both sides of the vehicle.

3.	 Gently pry the fender flare away from the 
vehicle. Using a 10MM socket, remove the 
exposed screw at the fascia and fender 
seam. Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

4.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the four (4) 
screws from the underside of the fascia in 
front of the tire. There are two (2) on each 
side.

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5.	 Remove the three (3) push pins from the 
underside of the fascia towards the center.  
Gently pry the fascia from the vehicle, 
disconnecting any electrical connections 
and set the fascia aside.

	 Note: Nismo models will have screws 
instead of push pins.

7.	 On the passenger side, remove the push pin from the washer reservoir just below the blinker 
(left). Using a 10MM socket, remove the upper screw (middle) and lower screw (right) from 
washer reservoir. Disconnect all lines and set reservoir aside.

6.	 On the driver side, using a 10MM socket, 
remove the screw from the lower section 
of the baffle. Remove the push pin from 
the upper section just below the blinker 
(inset). Set the baffle aside.

  








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8.	 On the driver side, remove the 
temperature sensor from the shrouding 
(inset). Then trim off the lower section of 
the shrouding flush with the bottom of the 
bumper.

9.	 On the passenger side, trim the lower 
section of the shrouding off flush with the 
bottom of the bumper.

10.	 Cut two (2) slits into the frame webbing 
as shown. Bend this section of webbing 
forward flat against the frame. Unclip the 
wiring harness from the face of the frame 
and secure out of the way. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

	 On the driver side only, trim the webbing 
lip under the bolt (inset).

11.	 Using a 17MM socket, remove the two (2) 
bolts from the lower frame. There is one 
(1) on each side. 














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12.	 Using a hammer, flatten the ridge behind 
the frame webbing. Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle.



13.	 Using a 1/2” drill bit, ream out the two 
(2) top existing holes for bolt clearance 
(white). 

	 Using a 1-1/4” hole saw, drill an access 
hole behind the flange as shown (gray). 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

14.	 Position the baseplate onto the vehicle, 
starting the front two (2) existing bolts.

15.	 Install 1/2”-13 x 1-1/2” bolts with 1/2” lock and 
flat washers into the upper holes with a 1/2” 
whiz nuts on the inside of the frame using the 
access hole (white). Do this on both sides of 
the vehicle. Check for level and fully tighten the 
four (4) 1/2” bolts and two (2) existing bolts in 
front. 

	 Install the support plate onto the baseplate with 
3/8”-16 x 1-1/2” bolts with 3/8” flat washers and 
3/8” lock washer and nuts on the inside (gray). 
Keep the plate level with the top of the frame 
(black) and fully tighten the 3/8” hardware. Do 
this on both sides of the vehicle. 

** Use Loctite® Red on all bolt threads and tighten all bolts to the 
appropriate torque.

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16.	 Using a 13/32” drill bit, drill the three (3) 
support plate holes thru the frame. Install 
3/8”-16 x 1-1/2” bolts with 3/8” lock washers 
and nuts on the inside of the frame. Do this 
on both sides of the vehicle.

** Use Loctite® Red on all bolt threads and tighten all bolts to the 
appropriate torque.

18.	 Nismo Only: On the backside of the 
fascia, unscrew the fog light box and flip 
upside down and reattach to the fascia as 
shown for baseplate clearance. Do this on 
both sides of the fascia.

17.	 Attach the permanent baseplate safety cables to the provided convenience link on the 
baseplate. Secure the cables to a solid piece of the frame as described in the instructions 
included with the permanent baseplate safety cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub 
against any hoses or moving parts. Do this on BOTH sides of the vehicle. 

19.	 Hold the fascia as close to its original 
position, mark and trim the fascia around 
the convenience links and attachment 
tabs. Reinstall the washer reservoir using 
the supplied lower bolt. Reinstall the baffle 
and fascia.

The principle function of the permanent baseplate safety cables is to prevent the towed vehicle from 
breaking loose in the event the connection between the frame of the towed vehicle and the baseplate 
fails or becomes disconnected. The cables must be connected from the baseplate to the frame rail 
or cross member of the vehicle’s frame. The illustrations below show the possible arrangements 
recommended by Blue Ox®. Each permanent baseplate safety cable must have an adequate weight 
rating for the towing system. The weight rating of the two (2) cables together will not qualify. 

Do not mount the permanent baseplate safety cables against wires, hoses or brake lines.
These permanent baseplate safety cables should remain installed as long as the baseplate is 
installed on the vehicle. Permanent baseplate safety cables are to be used in conjunction with, 
and NOT a replacement for legally required safety cables attaching the towed vehicle to the towing 
vehicle.
