1.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the two (2) 
bolts from the bottom of the rear fascia. 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle.

2.	 Using an 8MM socket, remove the four 
(4) bolts from along the edge of the rear 
wheel well. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

3.	 Pull back the wheel well trim, releasing the 
push pins, past the fascia joint. Prop trim 
away from the vehicle using a soft cloth. 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 

4.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the one (1) 
bolt from the fascia joint. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.












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5.	 Unclip the electrical connection from 
behind the rear tire. Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle.

6.	 Lift tailgate. Using a flat screw driver, 
remove the two (2) plastic covers next to 
the tail light. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

8.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the one 
(1) bolt at the bottom of the rear fascia. 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle. 
Remove the rear fascia and set aside to 
be reinstalled later.

7.	 Using a flat screw driver, remove the 
plastic piece next to the tail light. Set aside 
to be reinstalled later. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.









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10.	 Using a 13MM socket, remove the two 
(2) bolts from the exhaust bracket on the 
passenger side of the vehicle.

	 Note: For vehicles with dual exhaust, 
repeat step on the driver side of the 
vehicle.

12.	 Using a 21MM socket, remove the three 
(3) bolts from the rear bumper. There 
are two (2) on the side and one (1) on 
the bottom. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle. Remove rear bumper, it will not be 
reinstalled.



11.	 Using a 13MM socket, remove the one 
(1) bolt from the exhaust bracket near 
the rear tire on the passenger side of the 
vehicle. Lower exhaust.

	 Note: For vehicles with dual exhaust, 
repeat step on the driver side of the 
vehicle.



9.	 Using a T30 Torx, remove the bolt next to 
the tail light. As the tail light is removed, 
unplug electrical connection (inset) on the 
back of the light. Set tail light aside to be 
reinstalled later. Do this on both sides of 
the vehicle.

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13.	 Clean out any road debris from inside of 
the frame on both sides of the vehicle. 
Slide the receiver hitch into the frame. 
Start two (2) 1/2” carriage bolts with flat 
washers and lock nuts in the side frame 
holes. Do this on both sides of the vehicle.

	 L Models: Use the set of holes farthest 
from the hitch cross bar.

	 Non-L Models: Use the set of holes 
nearest to the hitch cross bar.

14.	 Start the one (1) 1/2” carriage bolt in the 
front bottom frame hole. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

15.	 Non-L Models: Start the 5/16” carriage 
bolt with lock nut in the bottom rear hole 
of the frame. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle. Tighten all bolts at this time.

16.	 Raise exhaust and reinstall exhaust 
brackets. Reinstall rear fascia then 
tail lights. Reconnect all electrical 
connections.
