1. Using an 8MM socket, remove the six to eight (6-8) bolts from the underbody panel.

Note: The number of bolts depends on the model of the vehicle.

2. Using a 10MM socket, remove the two (2) 3. Using a 10MM socket, remove the seven
bolts from the secondary panel, let panel (7) plastic nuts from the underbody panel.
hang.
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4. Using a phillips screw driver, remove the
two (2) plastic plugs from the underbody
panel.

(3) bolts from the wheel well, behind
the tire on the driver side of the vehicle.
Remove the underbody panel and set
aside to be reinstalled later.

6. Support exhaust using a jack or stand. Remove the three (3) rubber isolators from the exhaust
rods, one (1) in the center of the vehicle and two (2) on the passenger side.

Note: This can be done using Exhaust Hanger Removal Pliers or a 5/8” Open End Wrench.

7. Using a 10MM socket, remove the two (2) nuts from the heat shield on the passenger side of
the vehicle. Set heat shield aside, it will not be reinstalled.

8. Using a 10MM socket, remove the nut 9. Starting with most rear hole in the frame

attaching the ground wire to the frame (white), feed lead wire from the rear hole
on the driver side of the vehicle. It will be to the forward access hole in the frame
reinstalled later. (black). Place 1”7 x 2” spacer plate onto

wire then attach lead wire to the end of the
1/2” carriage bolt (inset). Ensure spacer
plate is sitting flush against inner frame
and the bolt is hanging vertically. Repeat
with second most rear hole (gray). Do this
on both sides of the vehicle.

Place 1" x 3” spacer plate onto the lead
wire then attach lead wire to the end of
the 1/2” carriage bolt. Feed bolt then plate
through the access hole. Ensure spacer
plate is sitting flush against inner frame
and the bolt is hanging vertically. Do this
on both sides of the vehicle.

Raise the exhaust back into place and
reinstall the rubber isolators.

Note: Rear passenger side rubber isolator
may be difficult to reinstall.

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Raise the receiver hitch into place feeding
the lead wires through the corresponding
holes in the receiver. Remove lead wires
and loosely install a conical washer and
hex nut onto each bolt. Ensure the teeth
on the conical washers are towards the
hitch. Do this on both sides of the vehicle.
Tighten all bolts.

Note: When installing the hex nuts be
careful not to push bolts into fame.

** Tighten 1/2” bolts to 119 ft/lbs. **

Then reinstall ground wire to the original
position on the driver side of the vehicle.
