Instruction Notes: The exhaust is lowered and reinstalled for the receiver hitch installation. An exhaust rod
bracket is removed and remains off for installation. The rear fascia cover may be removed and remain off. No
drilling is required. Some trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless otherwise
noted after the receiver hitch is installed.

The dimensional variations between otherwise identical vehicles can be considerable. While the receiver hitch
was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to tailor the hitch slightly to compensate for vehicle
manufacturer’s tolerances.

NOTICE

» Handling of some cosmetic parts when installing this product may require the use of protective
covers, rags, specialty tools, etc. to prevent damage.

* When using power drills be aware of the dangers of torque and drill bit length.

» When using a reciprocating saw be aware of objects behind the cutting surface.
